1. Make wire connections using the leads on the remote head. Leads have labels attached indicating their polarity. Yellow

for positive(+) and Blue for negative(-).

2. Ensure that the voltage rating of the head matches with the DC output voltage of the power source. Connection to an

incorrect voltage will cause the heads/unit to not operate and fail.

NOTE: Max mounting height is 18 ft for single and 25 ft for twin remotes to achieve at least 1 ft-candle of illumination in emergency mode. 

NOTE: Temperature rating for indoor models is 10°C - 40°C and temperature rating for weather proof models is -30°C - 50°C.  
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
